I.
Article I.
NAME
A.  The name of this committee shall be the Vista del Lago School Site Council (S.S.C.)

II.
Article II.
PURPOSE

1. The SSC declares its desire to participate in all School Based Coordinated programs (SBCP).
2. The SSC shall have the responsibility to develop, review, and assess periodically the effectiveness of the School-Based Coordinated Programs (SBCP) budget then present it to the Board of Education for their review and approval.

3. The SSC shall have the responsibility to develop, periodically review, and assess the effectiveness of the School Improvement Plan (SIP)/ Title I and make adjustments to the SIP/Title 1 budget throughout the current fiscal year to maintain effectiveness of the School-Based Coordinated Programs.

4. The SSC shall have an ongoing responsibility to review with the principal, teachers, parents and other school personnel the implementation of the school plan.

5. The SSC shall follow the SBCP guidelines and the state and local Education Code.

III.
Article III
MEMBERSHIP AND ELECTIONS
A. Section A Composition

1. Membership shall be comprised of:

a. the principal or his/her designee

b. three parent representatives elected by their peers (hereinafter referred to as “community members”)

c. one student from each grade level elected by their peers.

d. ELAC parent elected by his/her peers

e. three school staff members elected by their peers

1. classroom teachers shall comprise the majority of staff representatives

2. At least one of the staff representatives shall be a classified employee

2. An attempt shall be made to make the SSC broadly representative of the school population.

3. Alternates:

a. the SSC may appoint other alternates, by a unanimous vote as they deem necessary

b. alternates shall be invited to attend all meetings so that they will be informed and aware of SSC business.  They will be expected to attend in the absence of regular members.
B.
Section B
ELECTIONS
1. At the beginning of each school year the SSC Facilitator along with a committee of at least one current member of PTSA, ELAC & ASB shall be responsible to inform the community of vacancies on the SSC and shall assist with the election to fill these vacancies.

2. Nomination Ballots shall be sent out the first month of the current school year.

3. All elections of new members shall be completed within 45 days after the start of the current school year.

4. No concurrent adult family member nominations will be elected
5. Student Representatives

a. Students of Vista del Lago High School shall elect or appoint student representatives (one from each grade level) to the SSC in accordance with time line in #3 above.

6. The ELAC representative shall be elected by the ELAC.

C.
Section C
TERMS OF OFFICE
1.   Adult members of the SSC shall serve for a two year term

Students shall serve a one year term, but may serve additional terms the following year in accordance with Section B above.

2. Alternates shall serve a two year term.  In the event of a vacancy, in accordance with Section G below, the SSC shall have the power to appoint alternates as it deems necessary.

1. An alternate who fills a vacant seat shall complete the term of the vacancy that he/she is filling. 

3. Council members representing parents or community shall not be employed by the Moreno Valley Unified School District at the school site.

D.
Section D
QUORUM & TERMS OF VOTING
1.  All decisions of the SSC shall be made by a simple majority vote of the members present.

2.  Current SSC members, including the Principal (or his/her designee), shall be entitled to one vote and may cast that vote on each matter submitted to the council.

3.  Proxy votes shall only be permitted on items placed on the agenda in advance of the meeting.

4.  A Quorum shall be defined as a parity of:


a.  2 or more community members, and


b.  2 or more staff representatives, and


c.  2 or more students, and


d.  The Principal or his/her designee
5.  If the need for a quorum exists, an alternate may be permitted to vote in order to maintain parity.

E.
Section E
TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP
1.  A member shall no longer hold membership should they not meet the requirements stated in the School Site Council Handbook.

2. Upon a two-thirds vote of the SSC a member who has been absent for three regular consecutive meetings may be terminated without further notice.  Notification will be sent to member by registered mail.
3. Upon a two-thirds vote of all current members, and upon prior written notice to the member, the SSC shall have the power to remove a member from office when, in the judgment of the SSC it is in the best interest of the SSC to do so.

4. Resignations shall be accepted only upon written notice to the SSC.

Section F
TRANSFER OF MEMBERSHIP
1. Membership of SSC is neither transferable nor assignable.
G.
Section G
REPLACEMENT OF MEMBERS
1. The SSC shall have the authority to fill vacancies on the council from the panel of alternates as it deems necessary.
a. A two thirds vote of the SSC shall be required to fill the vacancy.

2. In the event that no alternates exist, a special election may be called to fill the vacancy.

IV.
Article IV 
OFFICERS


A.  Section A

OFFICERS OF THE SSC

1. The officers of the SSC shall be a Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Secretary and such other officers as the council may deem necessary.

2. Officers shall be elected from within the SSC by a simple majority vote of the council at the first regular meeting.

3. No member shall hold the same office more than two consecutive years unless approved by a two-thirds vote.

4. Officers shall take office following old business of the first meeting of the new school year.

5. Should an officer resign or otherwise vacate their position prior to the end of the school year, the Chairperson may appoint a member in good standing to assume the duties of that office until the next regularly scheduled meeting.

6. Upon the absence of both the Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson, the SSC Facilitator shall direct the SSC/Title I meeting.

B.
Section B
CHAIRPERSON
1. The chairperson shall be a community representative

2. The chairperson shall preside over all meetings of the SSC and may represent the SSC as it becomes necessary, including signing any correspondence, reports, or other communications of the SSC.

3. The chairperson shall perform all duties as may be prescribed by the SSC from time to time.

4. The chairperson shall have all rights and privileges of a member of the SSC including full voting rights.

C.
Section C
VICE-CHAIRPERSON
1. In the event of absence or incapacity, the Vice-Chairperson shall assume all duties of the Chairperson

2. The Vice-Chairperson shall be the acting Parliamentarian.

D.
Section D
SECRETARY
1. The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings, both regular and special.

2. The Secretary, in conjunction with the Facilitator, shall ensure that all necessary notices are duly posted in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws.

3. The Secretary, in conjunction with the Facilitator, shall be custodian of the council records and keep an up to date record of the addresses and telephone numbers of each SSC member and alternate.

E.
Section E
DISTRICT ADVISORY COUNCIL
1. A member or alternate in good standing may volunteer to attend monthly district Advisory Council (or other) meetings and will report back to the SSC any significant information from the meeting(s).

F.
Section F
FACILITATOR
1. The Facilitator shall oversee the budget of the SSC.

2. In conjunction with the Secretary, the Facilitator shall notify members of all meetings.

3. The Facilitator shall ensure that the agenda is posted in a timely and appropriate manner.

4. The Facilitator shall coordinate the Coordinated Compliance Review (CCR) and the Program Quality Review (PQR).
5. The Facilitator shall ensure compliance with all Categorical rules, regulations and policies.
6. The Facilitator shall provide any necessary information and/or documentation to enable the SSC to conduct its business.

V.
Article V
MEETINGS
A.
Section A 
REGULAR AND SPECIAL MEETINGS
1. The SSC shall meet regularly at least seven times per school calendar year.

2. The newly elected SSC shall develop a calendar of meeting dates no later than the end of the second meeting.

3. Special meetings may be called by the Chairperson, Facilitator, Principal, or a two-thirds vote of the SSC.

4. All meeting dates, times and agendas shall be posted and publicized at least 72 hours in advance.  Special notice of any change in the established date, time, location, or agenda must be given.

5. All meetings shall be held at Vista del Lago High School at a place accessible by the public, including physically challenged persons.

B.
Section B
CONDUCT

1. Meeting of the SSC shall be governed by these bylaws.  Where the bylaws are silent, Robert’s Rules of Order shall prevail.

C.
Section C
PUBLIC ATTENDANCE
1. All meeting of the SSC shall be open to the public.

2. The Chairperson, upon concurrence of the SSC, shall have the right to bar any person from the meeting who is interfering with the conduct of SSC business.

3. Members of the general public wishing to address the SSC shall notify the Chairperson, Facilitator, or Principal in writing prior to the beginning of the meeting.

4. Members of the public shall limit the number of items to be addressed to two and a limit of three minutes per item.

D.
Section D
AGENDA
1. The agenda shall be mutually developed by the Principal, Facilitator, and Chairperson.

2. All SSC members shall have the right to request that an item(s) be placed on the agenda.

3. The SSC may not take action on any item not on the agenda unless the council unanimously votes that there is a need to do so, and the need arise subsequent to the posting of the agenda.

E.
Section E
COMMITTEES
1. The Chairperson may establish such committees as he/she deems necessary.

2. The SSC from time to time may establish or abolish such committees as it deems necessary.

3. No standing or special committee may exercise the authority of the SSC without prior authorization of the Council

VI.
Article VI
BY-LAWS & AMENDMENTS
1. The SSC bylaws shall continue from year to year.

2. The SSC may, upon a two-thirds majority, amend, abolish, or change these bylaws as it deems necessary, at the first meeting of the new school year, or provided prior notice is given at the previous regular meeting.

3. Upon unanimous vote of the SSC, the bylaws may be temporarily suspended to facilitate the business of the SSC.  Such suspension shall be for no longer than the current meeting, and shall not negate the need for parity of representation.

VII.
Article VII
STATE LAWS
1. The SSC shall be bound by all applicable California State and Federal laws pertaining to School Site Council.

2. Upon unanimous vote of the SSC, the bylaws may be temporarily suspended to facilitate the business of the SSC.  Such suspension shall be for no longer than the current meeting, and shall not negate the need for parity of representation.

FEDERAL LAWS
